 The Keynote Speaker is Risdon N. Slate, Ph.D., author of the evocative new book "Criminalization of Mental Illness, Crisis and Opportunity for the Justice System."  Dr.  Slate is currently Professor of Criminology and Chair of the Department of Sociology and Criminology at Florida Southern College in Lakeland, Florida. Prior to his arrival in Florida, Ris taught criminal justice full-time at the University of Maine at Augusta, Maine. He obtained his Ph.D. in Criminal Justice from the Claremont Graduate School, Claremont, California, Master of Criminal Justice from the University of South Carolina, Columbia, South Carolina, and B.S. in Criminal Justice from the University of North Carolina at Charlotte, North Carolina. Dr. Slate has served as a gubernatorial appointee on Florida's Mental Health and Substance Abuse Commission. He has also testified before a U.S. Congressional Subcommittee on the impact of the mentally ill on the criminal justice system - with legislation establishing Federal funding for mental health courts being implemented following his panel's testimony.


He has spoken nationally on issues concerning mental illness and the criminal justice system and serves as a media consultant and trainer on law enforcement handling of persons with mental illness in crisis.   Dr. Slate will discuss the real costs of incarceration, and implications for our state and community.
